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SECURITY, FIRE, AND SEVERE WEATHER EMERGENCY EVENTS
1.0 Scope
This procedure applies to all Battelle Columbus Laboratories Decommissioning Project (BCLDP) and subcontractor personnel working at the West Jefferson site who may be involved in a security-related event, fire, or severe weather event, (i.e., tornado, high winds, flood, or heavy accumulation of snow).  It also provides guidance and special instructions for the Emergency Command Center (ECC) Manager and support staff during a reported or observed event.
2.0 Purpose

2.2 This procedure delineates those security responsibilities and responses that can reasonably be anticipated during an emergency event, and how security personnel shall coordinate communications between the ECC and Battelle Columbus Operations (BCO) management.

2.3 This procedure addresses the responsibilities of specified Battelle personnel to advise and interface with public sector response agencies while in BCLDP facilities. These responsibilities include providing hazard awareness briefings, recommending appropriate personal protective equipment, and recommending other precautionary measures to the public sector responders.

2.4 This procedure outlines the specific activities of the ECC Manager, support staff, and emergency response teams to evaluate, analyze, and, if necessary, effect a recovery operation following severe weather that satisfies a requirement specified in DD-93-07, “BCLDP Emergency Management Plan” (Reference 3.1.1).

4.0 General
4.1 The Security Control Center Operator shall make all requests for public sector law enforcement agencies and other emergency assistance.

The Control Center Operator shall be the single point of contact for any Battelle employee or subcontractor seeking public sector assistance for an emergency situation.

4.2 Battelle Security Operations shall have the overall responsibility for responding to and mitigating all security-related emergencies until ordered to stand down or relieved by a public sector official with authority in the area of concern.
4.3 Personnel should attempt to control only incipient fires (beginning to be apparent or small in appearance) and only in open spaces with fire extinguishers if personnel are trained and their safety is not jeopardized. 
4.4 Issuance of dosimetry, or other safety related items, to public sector responders shall be considered on a case-by-case basis at the discretion of the ECC Manager under the advisement of the Radiological Field Operations Manager (RFOM) and only after briefing them on expected emergency conditions.
4.5 Any equipment, clothing, or resources (whether originating on-site or public sector) that is contaminated in the course of emergency response shall be decontaminated or replaced by Battelle.
4.6 Prior to departure of emergency response vehicles from BCLDP facilities, and if human life is not at stake, Health Physics (HP) shall conduct all required surveys of vehicles, personnel, and equipment. HP shall be responsible for preparing decontamination and exposure monitoring records for public sector emergency response organizations.
4.7 West Jefferson North personnel can be directed by a public address announcement to seek shelter in designated areas. The designated areas are
· JN-1—proceed to the basement

· JN-2, JNT-2, and JNT-3—proceed to the JN-2 vault

· JN-3, JNT-1, JN-10, and JN-11—proceed to JN-3 basement.

5.0 Procedure
5.1 First Observer

5.1.1 The first person to discover an emergency situation (security violation, fire, or weather event) shall telephone the West Jefferson Security Control Center (ext. 4-5435), or the King Avenue Security Control Center (ext. 4‑4444), with the following information:

· Event location, e.g., building, room number

· Observer’s name

· Brief description of the emergency

· Any injured personnel involved.
5.1.2 The first observer shall remain on the telephone, if at all possible, until disconnected by the Security Control Center (SCC).

5.1.3 For emergency events that occur while working within radiological areas, personnel within the area boundaries shall
· Stop all work activities

· Immediately exit the area without stopping to remove protective clothing or perform exit monitoring, but taking actions as necessary to minimize the spread of contamination
· Telephone: Security Control Center 
(ext. 4-5435)

· Report specifics of the event.

5.1.4 If the situation includes a fire, only after personnel in the immediate area have been alerted, internal notifications made, and guidance received from HP, shall the first observer consider extinguishing or controlling the fire.

NOTE:
Fire control/extinguishment shall be attempted only for very small fires in open areas.
5.2 SCC Operator
In the event of an emergency, SCC Operators shall
5.2.1 Immediately dispatch a security officer, if determined necessary, and initiate a telephone or radio request to the appropriate public sector law enforcement agency or emergency response service requesting their assistance and providing information on the security emergency.

5.2.2 Serve as a communications link between the Emergency Management Organization (EMO), On-Scene Incident Coordinator, and the public sector emergency response groups.

5.2.3 Follow specific emergency response procedures outlined by Security Officer Orders maintained in the SCCs.

5.2.4 Monitor weather condition via Weather Net Radio.
5.2.5 Immediately notify the Emergency Manager or designee of any damage resulting from severe weather or whenever emergency responders are called to respond to Battelle as a result of severe weather.
NOTE:
Once public sector emergency response personnel arrive on-site, Security personnel should expect that local law enforcement agencies and fire department responders will implement the Incident Command System. This will involve the most senior officer responding at the scene to assume command. As more senior officers arrive, the position will be passed up the line of authority as established by the public sector.
5.3 ECC Manager

In the event of an emergency, the ECC Manager shall

5.3.1 Decide whether to activate the EMO, support staff, and emergency response teams based on initial information.
5.3.2 Direct that public address announcements be made to necessary West Jefferson North facilities warning personnel/providing information as applicable, i.e., contact the SCC to make a site-wide announcement to seek shelter in the event of a tornado.

5.3.3 Review the nature of incident: 
· Type of incident

· Location

· Casualties

· Immediate assistance requirements

· Critical facilities threatened/damage.
5.3.4 Review the emergency action listings in EP-IP-001 (Reference 3.1.2):
· Select appropriate event

· Follow attachment guidance and select emergency classification for the declared emergency.
5.3.5 Initiate required emergency notification(s) of public sector regulatory and emergency management agencies, including the Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) the Department of Energy (DOE), and the National Reporting Center (see References 3.1.2 and 3.1.3).
5.3.6 Ensure that follow-up notifications are generated within the prescribed time limitations whether emergency conditions escalate or are resolved.

5.3.7 Issue, or cause to be issued, a termination message to all applicable emergency management agencies to include Battelle, the NRC, local and state agencies, those notified as required according to Reference 3.1.2, DOE, and the National Reporting Center, when appropriate.
5.3.8 Request the status of BCLDP alarm systems:
· Security

· Fire

· Other.
5.3.9 Review the security actions required/taken. Secure sensitive areas (as required).
5.3.10 If applicable, designate an individual to serve as a fire watch to ensure that the fire does not re-ignite undetected. This position shall be manned for 24 hours after determining the emergency.

5.3.11 Request the health and safety status of employees at assembly area.
5.3.12 Ensure that follow-up notifications are generated within the prescribed time limitations as the emergency escalates or diminishes (see Reference 3.1.4).
5.3.13 Brief the Emergency Director and emergency support staff periodically on the emergency situation.
5.3.14 Obtain technical advice from the Technical Support Staff on methods to mitigate the emergency situation and provide periodic briefings on actions taken on all requests for assistance, resources, and equipment for the BCLDP emergency response teams.
5.3.15 Designate a staff person to implement emergency recovery procedures (see Reference 3.1.5).

5.4 RFOM
5.4.1 In the event of an emergency, the RFOM shall designate an HP Emergency Responder and an HP technician as team members for search and rescue operations when appropriate. This team shall report on the status of these efforts to the On-Scene Incident Coordinator via radio or phone at regular intervals.

5.4.2 Public sector emergency response equipment, vehicles, and personnel shall be monitored by HP for possible contamination prior to their departure from any BCLDP site, unless human life is at stake (see References 3.1.1 and 3.1.5). An HP will be dispatched to accompany the public sector vehicle to monitor for contamination.
5.5 On-Scene Incident Coordinator

5.5.1 The On-Scene Incident Coordinator (OSC) is the primary contact for information exchange between the scene and the ECC.

5.5.2 The OSC shall provide status reports from the incident scene to the ECC at least every 10 minutes.

5.5.3 In the case of fires, when the public sector responder informs the OSC that the fire has been extinguished, this information shall be relayed to the ECC Manager.
5.6 ECC Support Staff

The ECC Support Staff shall react, obtain, and provide support services, resources, materials, and personnel as required by the OSC.



5.7 Manager, Communications

In the event of an emergency, the Communications Manager makes the decision to either activate or place on stand-by the Communications personnel or the support staff, after being briefed on the incident.

6.0 Records
The Emergency Manager or designee shall enter records generated by complying with this procedure in duplicate in the project records system.

· Dosimetry records for public sector emergency response personnel.
· Decontamination records for public sector emergency vehicles, equipment, and resources.
· ECC documentation, i.e., logs, reports, notification messages, radiation and HAZMAT data sheets, maps, and other emergency-generated documents.
