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EMERGENCY RESPONSE TEAMS

1.0 SCOPE
This procedure provides guidance and special instructions for members of the Battelle Columbus Laboratories Decommissioning Project (BCLDP) Emergency Response Teams and Emergency Command Center (ECC) support staff on their assigned emergency response functions. 

2.0 PURPOSE
This procedure provides the BCLDP Emergency Response Teams and ECC support staff guidance for emergency response actions to be taken after notification is received to activate the BCLDP Emergency Management Organization (EMO).

4.0 PRECAUTIONS
4.1 All entries into BCLDP Controlled Areas where a declared emergency situation exists shall be escorted by a Health Physicist  (HP) equipped with appropriate instrumentation.

4.2 Prior to entry into any BCLDP Radiation Work Permit (RWP) area where an emergency situation exists, and only if time allows, emergency response teams shall issue a Radiation Work Permit Checklist.

5.0 PROCEDURES
5.1 Security Control Center Operator

5.1.1 When directed by the ECC Manager or Alternate to activate the BCLDP Emergency Management Organization (EMO), Emergency Command Center (ECC) support staff and Emergency Response Teams, the Security Control Center Operator shall activate the group electronic paging system.

5.2 ECC Manager

5.2.1 Provide situation briefings to all emergency response team leaders.

5.2.2 Direct the deployment of all emergency response teams as dictated by the emergency situation.

5.3 Radiological Field Operation Manager

5.3.1 Upon arrival, will designate emergency response supervisors from emergency responders' personnel.  At the discretion of the supervisor, assignments may be changed.

5.4 Emergency Response Supervisor

5.4.1 Upon notification of an emergency situation, report to the ECC and receive situation briefing and direction from the ECC Manager.

5.4.2 When directed by the ECC Manager or alternate, proceed with the designated response personnel to the incident scene to assist in mitigating the emergency.

5.5 Members of Emergency Response Teams

Upon notification of an emergency situation, report to the ECC for briefing and directions from the Radiological Emergency Responder Supervisor.

5.6 ECC Support Staff

When notified of an emergency, report to the appropriate ECC, sign in, receive a situation briefing, and assume assigned emergency support staff functions.

5.7 EMO Support Staff

5.7.1 Brief emergency response Team Leaders, make assignments, and provide deployment instructions.

5.7.2 Support the ECC Manager and members of the ECC, briefing them periodically on the status of the following:

· Requests for assistance

· Mitigate actions taken

· Emergency teams' progress

· Operational problems

· Emergency repairs and maintenance

· Problems other than operational encountered

· Radiological conditions

· HAZMAT problems.

6.0 RECORDS
The Emergency Management Coordinator or designee shall enter completed records generated by complying with this procedure in duplicate in the project records system.
