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SEVERE WEATHER PROCEDURE
1.0 SCOPE
This procedure provides guidance and special instructions for the Emergency Command Center (ECC) Manager and Support Staff during a reported or observed severe weather or natural phenomenal event, (i.e., tornado, high winds, flood, heavy accumulation of snow) and provides protective measure to be taken to ensure the safety of personnel. 

2.0 PURPOSE
The purpose of this procedure is to outline the specific activities of the ECC Manager, Support Staff, and Emergency Response Teams to evaluate, analyze and if necessary, effect a recovery operation following a severe weather problem which satisfies a requirement specified in DD-93-07, “BCLDP Emergency Management Plan”.

4.0 LIMITATIONS & PRECAUTIONS

4.1 West Jefferson North personnel are directed via Public Address announcement to seek shelter in designated areas.  The designated areas are:

· JN-1 proceeds to the basement

· JN-2 proceeds to the vault

· JN-3, JNT-1 and JN-10 proceeds to JN-3 basement

This announcement is made for high winds and tornado conditions if sufficient early warning is given.
4.2 For natural disaster emergencies, specific weather status for present conditions, 12-hour forecast, 24-hour forecast and long range forecasts are obtained in order to better assess the nature of the incident (see 5.2.3 and 5.2.4).
5.0 PROCEDURE
5.1 Security Control Center Operator

5.1.1 Monitor weather condition via Weather Net Radio.

5.1.2 Immediately notify the Emergency Management Coordinator of any damage resulting from severe weather or whenever emergency responders are called to respond to Battelle as a result of severe weather.

5.2 ECC Supervisor

5.2.1 Decide whether to activate the Emergency Management Organization, support staff, and emergency response teams when contacted by the Emergency Management Coordinator regarding severe weather.

5.2.3 Direct that a Public Address announcement be made to all West Jefferson North facilities warning personnel to seek shelter .

5.2.5 Requests weather status for natural disaster emergencies.
5.2.6 Review nature of incident: 

· Type of incident

· Location

· Casualties

· Immediate assistance requirements

· Critical facilities threatened/damage

5.2.7 Review Emergency Action Listings in EP-IP-002:

· Select appropriate event

· Follow Attachment guidance and select emergency classification for the declared emergency

5.2.8 Ensure that required notifications are complete.

5.2.9 Request status of BCLDP alarm systems:

· Security

· Fire

· Other

5.2.10 Review security action required/taken.  Secure sensitive areas (as required).

5.2.11 Request health and safety status of employees at assembly area.

6.0 RECORDS
The Emergency Management Coordinator, or designee shall enter completed records generated by complying with this procedure in duplicate into the project records system.
