TRANSFERRING CONTAMINATED WATER FROM EVAPORATOR
HOLDING TANK TO EVAPORATOR PAN
1.0 Scope

This document applies to the transfer of contaminated water from the evaporator holding tank to the evaporator pan in building JN-1A.

The purpose of this procedure is to establish the requirements, responsibilities and procedures to transfer contaminated water from evaporator holding tank to evaporator pan in building JN-1A.  This procedure satisfies the requirement of DD-90-01, Surveillance and Maintenance Program Plan (Reference 3.1.1).

5.0 Procedure
NOTE:
The following steps are performed by those qualified on this procedure.
5.1 Turn on the light in the evaporator room to see level of water in evaporator pan.
5.2 Check the level of water (very low level is required for transfer) in the evaporator pan to determine the ability to transfer additional water from the evaporator holding tank.

5.3 If water is to be transferred, activate the circuit breaker (number 28) for the pump switch.
WARNING:
Do not leave evaporator tank unattended during transfer of water or water may overflow tank.
5.4 Turn pump switch to “on” position and observe water flow into evaporator pan.

5.5 When water has reached the desired level, turn pump switch to “off” position observing that water flow has stopped.
5.6 Turn circuit breaker (number 28) to “off” position to deactivate pump circuit.

5.7 Turn off evaporator room light.
