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14.1
Scope
This section establishes the responsibilities and requirements by which DDO ensures that quality-affecting items are not inadvertently used prior to performance of required tests and inspections.  This section also establishes the responsibilities and requirements by which DDO identi​fies the status of required tests and inspections and the operating status of quality-affecting systems and components, including packaging components.

14.2
Applicability
This section is applicable to quality-affecting activities and items for which inspection, test, and operating status controls and indicators are required to prevent inadvertent installation, operation, or use of D&D systems or components prior to passing the required inspection or test.

14.3
Responsibilities
14.3.1
The managers of DDO groups and projects related to D&D operations are responsible for
a.
Ensuring that controls are established to provide for identifica​tion of the inspection, test, and operating status of quality-affecting items
b.
Ensuring that controls are established for the identification and control of status indicators
c.
Ensuring that controls are established to identify the operating status of facilities or packaging components, such as tagging valves and switches, to prevent inadvertent operation.

14.3.2
The DDO Quality Manager is responsible for
a.
Reviewing and concurring with instructions, procedures, or drawings that control status indicators for quality-affecting items;

b.
Verifying through assessments and surveillances that activities regarding control of status indicators have been properly implemented and are effective.

14.4
Requirements
Requirements for indicating the status of inspection, test, and operating activities shall be documented in appropriate documents, including proce​dures, instructions, and plans.  These documents shall be reviewed by and receive concurrence from the DDO Quality Manager.

14.4.1
Status Identification

The status of inspection and test activities shall be identified either on the items or in documents traceable to the items where it is necessary to ensure that required inspections and tests are per​formed and to ensure that items that have not passed the required inspections and tests are not inadvertently installed, used, or operated.

14.4.1.1
Status shall be maintained through indicators, such as physical location and tags, markings, stamps, inspection records, or other suitable means.

14.4.1.2
Status indicators shall also provide for indicating the operating status of systems and components of the facility or packaging component to prevent inadvertent operation.

14.4.2
Authorized Personnel

The authority for application and removal of tags, markings, labels, and stamps shall be specified in approved program implementing procedures.

14.4.3
Change Control

When it is necessary to alter the sequence of required inspection or test activities, the responsible organization shall ensure that either waivers are obtained and approved for deviation from the sequence specified or that a new procedure is established and approved to control the alteration of the sequence.  These documents shall be prepared, reviewed, approved, issued, and controlled in accordance with the requirements of Sections 5.0 and 6.0.

14.5
Records
Records that provide objective evidence of compliance with the requirements of this section shall be identified, maintained, and controlled in accordance with Section 17.0 of this manual.
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
