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INTRODUCTION

Long-Term Surveillance and Maintenance (LTS& M) covers activities at the Paducah Gaseous Diffusion
Plant (PGDP) necessary to maintain the environmental Remedial Action (RA) programs and facilities
reguired on post-remedial action-sitesin accordance with the provisions of the Resource Conservation and
Recovery Act (RCRA) permit and the Federal Facilities Agreement (FFA). It also includes activities
necessary to conduct routine environmental monitoring and reporting of conditions at the site in accordance

with Landfill Permits, KPDES Permit, and DOE order 5400.1. Activities covered include maintenance of the

Water Policy, Paducah Plumes Operation and Maintenance [Northwest Plume Groundwater System

(NWPGS) and Northeast Plume Containment System (NEPCS)], surveillance and maintenance activities for
each of the operable units (OU) (Groundwater OU, Surface Water OU, Surface Soil OU, and Burial Grounds
OU), and Environmental Services which includes routine environmental monitoring and reporting.

The four OU e ements have been established to include routine surveillance and maintenance (S& M),
corrective maintenance, and the post-remedial action regulatory review process associated with each of the
specific actions under the OU. The Groundwater OU includes S& M activities for the Water Policy, the
Northwest Plume interim remedial action (NWPGS), and the Northeast Plume interim remedial action
(NEPCS). The Surface Water OU includes S& M activities for the interim corrective measures at the North-
South Diversion Ditch, scrap yards sediment control, and the Institutional Controls. The Burial Grounds OU
activity includes S&M activities for WAGs 1& 7 (C-746-K Landfill) and C-404 Landfill.

The Paducah Environmental Services WBS includes the work required to implement groundwater, surface
water, sediment, soil, wildlife, aquatic, and biological sampling, analysis, and multiple reporting activities.
The project includes monitoring of 187 wells, four outfalls, 6 seeps, and 33 in-stream surface water locations;
monitoring well rehabilitation; semi-annual sediment monitoring at 20 locations, TLD monitoring at over 40
locations, aguatic, and other biological monitoring at numerous locations; and landfill surface water and
leachate monitoring. The project also includes submittal of numerous reports such asthe Annual Site
Environmental Report, the Environmental Monitoring Plan, Groundwater Protection Plans, Quarterly and
Semi-annual Landfill Groundwater and Inspection/Operating Reports, KPDES Discharge monthly and
quarterly Monitoring Reports, and many others as identified herein.

LTS&M includes an element for Technical Management and Integration (M&I) activities. This e ement
includes Bechtel Jacobs Company LLC (BJC) and other support necessary to manage this Life Cycle
Basdline (LCB). In addition, this element includes preparation Basdline Change Proposals (BCP) to adjust
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the basdline as necessary. It also includes the payment for License Agreements with area residents for access
to groundwater wells for sampling.

Objectives of the Long Term S&M subproject include:
Maintain the Water Policy through payment of residential water bills.
Conduct operation and maintenance of northeast and northwest plume pump and treat systems.

Conduct routine inspections on post-remedial action sites and perform any corrective maintenance as needed
based on those inspections.

Develop and submit five-year reviews of remedial action Records of Decision (RODs) as required by the
Paducah Federal Facilities Agreement for the operable units.

Conduct landfill post-closure monitoring and reporting for C-404, C-746-K, C-746-S& T Landfills.
Conduct landfill operational monitoring and reporting for the C-746-U Landfill.
Conduct KPDES inspections, maintenance, sampling, and reporting.

Conduct environmental surveillance sampling, including watershed, surface water, wildlife, and sediment
sampling.

Conduct groundwater sampling.
Conduct monthly surveillances.

Develop environmental plans and reports including those required by permits, regulations, DOE Orders, and
other agreements.

Provide Reports as aresult of the RCRA Permit, TSCA regulations and DOE Orders.
Provide support regarding DOE’s Agreement in Principle.

Implement and monitor compliance with the Pollution Prevention program.

04.02.01.01 Long Term Surveillance and Maintenance

- Perform video survey and rehabilitation on 30 monitor wells.

- Complete the implementation of the SHPO Agreement with DOE at PGDP to ensure that historically and
culturally significant properties located at PGDP are preserved and managed responsibly.

- Codllect and maintain all operating records associated with the Paducah RCRA Permit.

- Renew License Agreement (7-98-0175) with the Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife for
monitoring wells and sampling. The License Agreement will be renewed every five years.

Scope — FY 2003 through Completion
04.02.01.01.01 Water Policy

Under the Water Policy, DOE committed to pay the reasonabl e costs of water bills for users within a defined
area effected or potentially effected by the contaminant plume (Water Policy Box). The objective of the
Water Policy isto continue to provide water service to the 102 residences and businesses within the Water
Policy Box.

This activity covers any changes in the Water Policy implemented by DOE (e.g., costs associated with
changes in service to existing residents, expansion of the Water Policy box) and to track the Water Policy
license agreements and provide support to DOE issue new or re-issue current license agreements.

In addition, a new municipal water line will be installed to the Vaughn property. The residential wells
located on the Sneed’s and Vaughn's property will be abandoned. The residential wells located on the
McElay' s and Raffety’ s property will be capped and locked.

04.02.01.01.02 Paducah Plumes

Operation and maintenance (O& M) of the NWPGS and NEPCS under a single subcontract hasresulted in
cost savings by eliminating redundanciesin work activities and reporting (e.g., combined procedures and
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plans, combined inventory of spare parts for maintenance, etc.).

The Northwest Plume is a portion of a groundwater aquifer that is contaminated with trichloroethylene (TCE)
and technetium-99 (Tc-99) in excess of the Safe Drinking Water Act Maximum Contaminant Levels. The
objective for operation and maintenance of the NWPGS is to maintain a minimum operational up time of 85
percent, and to maintain effluent contaminant levels at lessthan 5 ppb TCE and not to exceed 900 pCi/L Tc-
99 (as noted in the Record of Decision) or As Low as Reasonably Achievable (ALARA). The NWPGS
includes four extraction wells, an associated monitoring network of eighteen wells, and a treatment facility
which includes an air stripper for removal of the TCE, ion exchange units for the removal of Tc-99, carbon
columnsfor removal of TCE from the air stream, and other associated treatment equipment. The C-743-T17
Field Laboratory is utilized to analyze water samples for TCE and Tc¢-99 to provide information for
operational control and required reporting. Use of this|ab has proven to be more economical and provide
faster turn-around to meet operational needs than use of a fixed-base laboratory. The goa of the NWPGS is
to contain the high concentration contamination zones.

The Northeast Plumeis a portion of a groundwater aquifer that is contaminated with TCE in excess of the
Safe Drinking Water Act Maximum Contaminant Levels. The objective for O&M of the NEPCSisto
maintain aminimal operational up time of 85 percent and to maintain the TCE levd at the cooling tower
shower basin at lessthan 5 ppb. The NEPCS consists of two extraction wells, an underground equalization
tank, an equipment pad, use of the existing C-637-2A or C-637-2B cooling tower, as applicable, at the PGDP
operated by the United States Enrichment Corporation (USEC), and an associated monitoring network of 13
wells. The project includes shared use of the C-743-T17 Field Laboratory with NWPGS for water sample
analysis. Thegoal of the NEPCS s to contain the high concentration contamination zones.

Specific activities under this dement are;
Conduct routine O& M. Maintain continuous (24 hour) pumping and treatment of groundwater at the

NWPGS and NEPCS, except during routine, non-routine, and corrective maintenance activities. The
facilitieswill be manned during the normal day shift, as necessary. Routine O& M includes:

monitoring operations

collecting necessary operational and analytical data

maintenance of operating procedures and plans (including revisions of the O& M Plans as necessary)
developing input to the Semi-Annual FFA Progress Report

submittal of the semi-annual water withdrawal report to KDOW

Provide sampling, laboratory analysis, and data management sufficient to provide DOE with the necessary
information to ensure compliance with the ROD and for reporting to the Kentucky Department for
Environmental Protection (KDEP) and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), and community.
Includes fixed-base | aboratory analysis and SMO costs.

Provide training for subcontractor personnel.

Conduct two activated carbon changes (approximately 14,000 pounds) at the NWPGS and send to Envirotral,
Inc. for recycling each year.

Prepare the design and purchase equipment for the C-612 facility to handle the treatment of RCRA F/U listed
wastewater from other projects.

Upgrade the C-612 facility to handle the treatment of RCRA F/U listed wastewater from other projects.
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Conduct ion exchange column resin changes when resin has been depleted with disposal off-site.
Complete well rehabilitation activities on the NWPGS and NEPCS extraction wells.
Conduct the down-hole video camera inspections of the four NW plume and two NE plume extraction wells.

Perform modifications to the Sluice System that will make use of portions of the original resin duicelines,
incorporating additional valving and piping to enable operators to back feed potential blockagesin the duice
lies and direct the discharge via hard piping to ST-90 boxes.

Prepare documentation to change and dispose of the greensand filter mediaat C-612. Thisincludes
inspection of the greendsand filters, taking core samples of the media, and devel oping the Statement of Work

M odifications of operations and waste management practices are required since TCE in groundwater requires
that RCRA waste codes FOO1 and U228 be applied. RCRA regulations stipulate that any materials that
contact a listed waste must also have the listed code applied. Asaresult of this new policy, the subcontractor
will modify their operations and waste management practices to ensure compliance. Changesto ensure
compliance include the following activities: Develop a new Waste Management Plan; Develop a new
Transportation Plan; Modify Waste Handling Activities & Practices, Modify Transportation Requirements;
Modify Containerization Requirements; Modify Containment Requirements; Modify Manifesting Activities;
Modify Lab operation Requirements, New Training Requirements; New Physical Storage Requirements;
Provide Updating 120 day Waste Forecast; and Develop List of Historical Waste that has been disposed.

Deactivate and demohilize the Northwest and Northeast Plume systems. Deactivation will include all
activities necessary to place the facilities in safe, long-term shut down status in accordance with the Facility
Deactivation Plan.

Complete the dismantling the NWPGS and NEPCS facilities.

Respond to unanticipated interruptionsin service during the day and during the off-shifts (as appropriate) to
restore normal operations as quickly as reasonably possible.

Maintain an adequate supply of critical spare parts and equipment to conduct routine and corrective
maintenance activities. Critical spare parts are those which cannot normally be abtained in one to two days.

04.02.01.01.03 Operable Unit S&M

Groundwater OU surveillance and maintenance addresses all activities required as a result of post-remedial
action agreements with the regulators for those actions related to groundwater.  Specific activitiesare:

Conduct monthly inspections of the C-746-K Phytoremediation Treatability Study area. Thisareais between
the C-746-K Landfill and Little Bayou Creek. Thetreatability study will use approximately 120 Popular
trees or Willow trees and 4 shallow monitoring wells. Corrective maintenance activities will be conducted as
needed based on the inspections. Examples of corrective maintenance are brush control, replacement of dead
trees, fertilizing, and tree pruning.

Surface Water OU routine surveillance and maintenance addresses all activities required as aresult of post-
remedial action agreements with the regulators for those actions related to surface water.  Specific activities
under:
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Conduct daily inspections of the C-400-L Lift Station and the C-616-C Lift Station bar screens at the North-
South Diversion Ditch. Conduct bar screen raking (cleaning) as necessary to keep it free of build up.
Corrective maintenance will be conducted as needed based on the inspections.

Replace the scrap yard silt fence as needed (approximately 4200 linear feet) and conduct monthly inspections
of the scrap yards silt fence. Corrective maintenance will be conducted as required based on the inspections.

Ingtitutional Control Fences are located outside the controlled security fence and are required around the
creeks, discharge ditches, and outfalls that are known, or suspected, to be contaminated with radiological
isotopes and/or PCBs. Signs are posted on these fences per agreement with the regulators to warn the public
and plant employees of the hazards. Conduct monthly inspections of the eight Ingtitutional Control locations-
-KPDES Quitfall 011 and Dyke Road; Little Bayou Creek and McCaw Road; Little Bayou Creek and
Anderson Road; Little Bayou Creek and Ogden Landing Road; North-South Diversion Ditch and Ogden
Landing Road; C-616-E Sludge Lagoon and C-616-F Full-Flow Lagoon; KPDES Ouitfall 001 and New
Waterline Road; and Post 43 and North/South Diversion Ditch. Corrective maintenance will be conducted as
required based on the inspections.

The Burial Grounds Operable Unit covers all activities necessary to monitor and maintain post remedial
action burial ground sites. Regulatory monitoring and reporting associated with burial grounds is conducted
under the Environmental Services element (04.02.01.01.04). Maintenance support (e.g. pumping of landfill
sumps, well painting or repair, etc.) isincluded under the OU S& M dement. Specific activitiesinclude:

Maintain the cap at the C-746-K Burial Grounds. The C-746-K Landfill is approximately 12 acres with five
monitoring wells. Corrective maintenance will be performed based as needed. Examples of corrective
maintenance include any minor patching or reseeding of superficial areas of the cap, small animal trapping,
and replacing approximately 20 signs.

Maintain the cap at the C-404 Burial Ground. The C-404 Burial Ground includes four monitoring well
clusters and four single monitoring wells. Also included is the pumping of the C-404 |eachate collection
system 2 timesayear. Corrective maintenance will be performed as needed. Examples of corrective
maintenance include any minor patching or reseeding of superficial areas of the cap, small animal trapping,
replacement of landfill signs, etc.

Complete the Five-Y ear Review for all GWOU, SWOU, and BGOU ROD’s every five years.
04.02.01.01.04 Environmental Services

The Environmental Services (ES) eement addresses those activities necessary to implement groundwater,
surface water, sediment, soil, wildlife, aquatic, and biological sampling, analysis, and multiple reporting
activities. Specific activities are identified in five subelements. Regulatory Compliance, Landfills, KPDES,
Environmental Sampling, and Environmental Reporting. A total of 187 groundwater monitoring wells
(including 21 residential, 21 C-746-U Landfill, 14 C-746-S&T Landfill, 14 C-404 Landfill, 4 C-746-K
Landfill, 18 Northwest Plume, 13 Northeast Plume, and 75 environmental surveillance wells), 20 sediment
locations, six seeps, and 33 surface water locations. Numerous routine reports as a result of Permits, DOE
Orders and regulations are also included as noted herein.

Regulatory Compliance

Regulatory compliance will include subcontractor monthly support for Agreement in Principle (Al1P), NEPA,
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Pollution Prevention/Waste Management, HMIS support, and RCRA/HSWA support from a compliance
perspective. The subcontractor will also provide regulator inspector escorts and provide monthly
surveillances and reports. Additional SWMU investigations, as warranted, will also be performed. The
Pollution Prevention (P2) contact at Paducah will attend council meetings, participate in conference calls,
participate in workshops/seminars, and attend the DOE Pollution Prevention Conference. Specific activities
included are:

Monthly Surveillances shall be performed as schedul ed.
Provide the necessary resources to complete a KPDES Permit Renewal Application.
Provide the support necessary to maintain the Paducah Hazardous Material Inventory System Database.

Provide support activities associated with the AlP between the Commonwealth of Kentucky and DOE.
Activities include personndl training, dosimetery exchange, vehicle passes, information regquests, sampling
events, and act as liaison between oversite personndl.

Review Waste Management Plans and National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) checklists, implement
Affirmative Procurement, manage site Generator Set-Aside Fee (GSAF) program, manage the GSAF
program and manage the recycling program.

Provide P2 support to work with task leads to incorporate pollution prevention into projects, contracts, and
waste forecast development and updates. Prepare and submit monthly, quarterly, and annual P2 reports

Prepare individual Solid Waste Management Unit (SWMU) Assessment Reports (SAR) for each newly
identified SWMU. At aminimum, the SAR shall include the following information;

1) Location of unit(s) on atopographic map of appropriate scale such asrequired under 401 KAR 38:090,
Section (18)

2) Designation of type and function of unit(s).

3) Genera dimensions, capacities and structural description of unit(s) (supply any available
plans/drawings)

4) Datesthat the unit(s) was operated

5) Specification of all wastes that have been managed ag/in the units(s) to the extent available. Include any
available data on constituentsin the waste { 401 KAR 31:170, Section 1}

6) All availableinformation pertaining to any release of hazardous waste or hazardous congtituents from
such unit(s), including groundwater data, soil analyses, air and/or surface water data.

Provide support to collect and maintain all operating records associated with the Paducah RCRA Permit.
Landfills

This ESS edement also includes those activities to ensure compliance with monitoring and reporting
requirements, including data entry and data validation, for the closed and active landfills at the PGDP site.
The specific activities include:

Complete the quarterly O&M reports for the C-746-S& T landfills. Complete all activities necessary to
develop the report which are as follows: |eachate inspections and sampling, surface water sample collection,
data validation, data assessment and data reports required to be submitted on forms supplied by KDWM.
These activities will be performed as noted in the Paducah ESS.
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Complete the quarterly groundwater reports for the C-746-S& T landfills. Complete all activities necessary to
develop the report which are as follows: groundwater sample collection at 14 wells, sample analyses, data
validation, data assessment/data summary, exceedance reports when applicable, statistical analyses, data
report on state-approved forms, determinations of groundwater flow rate and direction (including maps), and
monitoring well location maps. These activities will be performed as noted in the Paducah ESS.

Complete the quarterly operating reports for the C-746-U Landfill. Complete all activities necessary to
prepare the report which are as follows: leachate inspections and sampling, surface water sample collection,
data validation, data assessment and data reports required to be submitted on forms supplied by KDWM.
These activities will be performed as noted in the Paducah ESS.

Complete the quarterly groundwater reports for the C-746-U Landfill. Complete all activities necessary to
prepare the report which are as follows: groundwater sample collection at 21 wells, sample analyses, data
validation, data assessment/data summary, exceedance reports when applicable, statistical analyses, data
report on state approved forms, determinations of groundwater flow rate and direction (including maps), and
monitoring well location maps. These activities will be performed as noted in the Paducah ESS.

Complete the quarterly inspection reports for the C-404 Landfill. Complete all activities necessary to prepare
the report, which are as follows: leachate inspections and sampling, cap inspections, data validation, data
assessment and data reports. These activities will be performed as noted in the Paducah ESS.

Complete the semi-annual groundwater reports for the C-404 Landfill. Complete all activities necessary to
prepare the report which are as follows: groundwater sample collection at 14 wells, sample analyses, data
validation, data assessment/ data summary, exceedance reports when applicable, statistical analyses, data
report, determinations of groundwater flow rate and direction (including maps), and monitoring well location
maps. These activitieswill be performed as noted in the Paducah ESS.

KPDES

The ESS e ement al so addresses those activities required under the Kentucky Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System (KPDES) permit for the PGDP site. Specific activitiesinclude:

Submit the monthly and quarterly Discharge Monitoring Reports and all activities necessary to complete the
report which are asfollows: collection of weekly, monthly, and quarterly outfall samples, sample analyses,
data assessment and data reports. These activitieswill be performed as noted in the Paducah Environmental
Services Subcontract (ESS).

Prepare the annual Watershed Monitoring report and conduct all activities necessary to compl ete the report
which areasfollows: collection of toxicity samples at the outfalls, a fish count, collection of fish and
macroinvertabrates samples for analyses, data assessment and data reports. Thisinformation will also be
utilized for the Annual Site Environmental Report and shall be implemented as noted in the Paducah ESS.

Prepare the KPDES Priority Pollutant Report

Complete a Priority Pollutant report, which includes areport and all activities necessary to complete the
report, which are asfollows: collection of outfall samplesfor priority pollutants, sample analyses, data
assessment and data reports. These activities will be performed as noted in Paducah ESS for years FY 05, 07,
and 10.
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Renew the 5-Y ear KPDES Permit as required by regulations.
Environmental Sampling

The Environmental Sampling portion of the ESS e ement addresses monitoring of the groundwater through
sampling of monitoring wells and piezometers across the PGDP site. Also included are the sampling of
surface waters, biota, and wildlife to monitor the location and movement of contamination. Specific
activitiesinclude:

Prepare the Annual Site Environmental Report (ASER) and ASER Summary for the previous calendar year
collection of data and conduct all activities necessary to complete the report which are as follows: collection
of semi-annual sediment, quarterly instream Little and Big Bayou Creek surface water samples, annual
deer/rabbit/other wildlife samples, data assessment and data reports. Other data, i.e., groundwater, surface
water, and biological data provided in other reports required in this contract will also be included within the
Annual Site Environmental Report.

M odifications of operations and waste management practices are required since TCE in groundwater requires
that RCRA waste codes FOO1 and U228 be applied. RCRA regulations stipulate that any materials that
contact a listed waste must also have the listed code applied. Asaresult of this new policy, the subcontractor
will modify their operations and waste management practices to ensure compliance. Changesto ensure
compliance include the following activities: Develop a new Waste Management Plan; Develop a new
Transportation Plan; Modify Waste Handling Activities & Practices, Modify Transportation Requirements;

Prepare the Environmental Monitoring Plan and perform all items necessary to complete each annual plan.
This plan includes sampling activities for the upcoming fiscal year collection of samples and all activities
necessary to complete the plan.

Complete the Groundwater Protection Program Management Plan in accordance with DOE Orders.

Conduct quarterly monitoring of the Northwest Plume, which includes sampling of 18 groundwater wells and
provide the data for the FFA progress report on a semi-annual basis.

Conduct quarterly monitoring of the Northeast Plume, which includes sampling of 13 groundwater wells and
provide the data for the FFA progress report on a semi-annual basis.

Conduct activities necessary to support the environmental surveillance activitiesincluding: monthly,
quarterly, and annual collection of groundwater at 75 locations, sediment at 20 locations, biol ogical/aquatic,
and surface water samples at 33 surface and 6 seep locations, and quarterly and annual water level
measurements. Thisincludes the collection of water level measurements from 94 wells.

Conduct activities necessary to support the residential well sampling, including monthly and semi-annual
collection of groundwater samples and semi-annual carbon sampling.

Conduct all activities necessary to complete the rehabilitation and video taping of 30 monitoring wells.

Incorporate USEC environmental data into the OREIS database for potential future use of the Paducah
Environmental cleanup goals and objectives.
